The International Students present a 

unique opportunity for TAPPS in that 

both Foreign Exchange Students and 

Foreign Resident Students may 

attend schools approved by the 

Department of Homeland Security. 



The UIL does not allow Foreign 

Resident Students to compete in 

extra-curricular activities. 



In order to maintain a level field of 

competition for all schools, TAPPS  

developed the guidelines and 

regulations presented in Section 102 of 

the TAPPS By-Laws for

International Students. 



In this manner, TAPPS supports 

the International Ministries of our 

member schools.



Schools who are seeking eligibility for 

foreign students must attend a 

Foreign Student Meeting each year.



The school will receive a certificate of 

attendance and should include the 

certificate with their submission.
